CIRCULAR

All CSIR-CSIO employees and pensioners who are availing of medical facilities
from CSIR-CSIO Dispensary and are suffering from chronic illnesses like diabetes,
tuberculosis, heart ailment, hypertension, 1.H.D., epilepsy, etc. are hereby informed that
they can be issued medicines for a period of three months at a time by Medical Officer-
in-Charge of the CSIR-CSIO Dispensary, provided the specialist has prescribed the
medicines for a long period in terms of instructions contained in MH&FW OM No. S-
11011/8/99-CGHS(P) dated 13/10/1999 read with CSIR circular letter No. 14(25)/91-Ell
dated 06.05.1998.

Medical Officer-in-Charge of the CSIR-CSIO Dispensary is requested to issue
medicines at his level for a period of three months at a time against the individual valid
prescription containing the advice of the Government specialist. However, he may
satisfy himself of the circumstances for the period for which the medicines are issued.

Medical Officer-in-Charge may also maintain the records indicating all such
cases where medicines are issued to concerned beneficiaries for a long period along
with the name of the beneficiary, diagnosis and justification for issue of medicines.
